FESTIVAL WITH A MEANING

Stop for o4 moment and think what Whitsta Day is
abhout;

There came the sourd of o rushing mighty wind . . |
and cloven tongues like as of fire . . . and they were
filled with the Holy Ghost and began to speak with
power . . . and there were added into them about three
thousand souls.” (Acts of the Apostles, Chapter 2),

From that event Whitsun Day gets its title, and is
known more fully as the Festival of the Holy Spirit or
the Festival of the Church, recordicg its beginning so
many cenfuries ago.

Whitsun Day is one of the three major festivals,
Christmas and Faster being the other two. Yet it is the
poor relation. 1t is by no means kept or understood in
the fashion of Christmas and Easter. To miss this great



festival, however. is to lose the key link which ties
Christmas and Easter with the Chnstian Church of
today.

Whitsuntide is tremeadously important and  the
more important we need to make it because it is so
greatly ignored, It is the flower of which Christ was the
seed, It is the witness of that which Christ came to
create and created —the Church throughout all ages and
throughout the world.

Now you may not be enamoured by what you sce
the Church to be today; and how right you are, Bul
then, look at yoursell  and repent in dust aad ashes
this is nll that Christ and His Spirit have been able to
do  with us—a complacent, half-hearted, doubting.
sceptical, critical. uncharitable, perhaps mean and self-
pitying and unattached part of that living, Chnst-lollow-
ing community.

Yet here is Whitsun Day, reminding us that Christ
has been with men all the long road. Away on those
small hills of ancient Palestime, Jesus had dared to
promise to that most unpromising group. “Ye shall
receive power . . ve shall be my witnesses unto the
uttermost part of the earth ., . . and lo. | am with
you alway, even unto the end of the world.”

It looked on that first Whitsun Day ridiculous. “Are
not these Galileans?™ men asked with contempt, “they
are drunk.”

How many movements have started m our world,
and then fizzled out—thousands, possibly millions, The
very [uct that Christmas amd Easter, if not Whitsun Day,
mean 50 much to so maay in every part of the world,
even i 19715 the very fact that the Christtan Church
continues to the uttermost parts of the earth, tell us that
Whitsun Day is something that we should observe xad
rejoice in.

Twenty long centuries —persecution, death, reviling,
change and chance, rise and fall, betrayal and stupidity,
unbelie! — the Church like ity Master has known the lot.

With good reason we claim that the Church is at
heart ‘of God'—the divine society. Else it must have
died. And the Church is people not a “thing™ but you
and me, who with all our failures still own allegiance
1o Christ and seck and know God's good grace.

Then this Whitsun Day come to church and join in
the pgreat Whitsuntide hymn and praver “Come, Holy
Ghost, our souls mspire ., "

I. The name of the Association shall be St. Cuthbert's
Gunld, Halsall
2. The object of The Guild is to foster good fellowship
between men and women of Halsall by regular meetings
for discussion, talks, sports angd other social activities.
